G.SR. 573(E).—In exercisc of powers conferred by the pro-
viso to article 309 of the Constitution the President hereby
makes the following rules to amemd the Indian Broadcasting
(Engineers) Service Rules, 1981, namely :—

1. (i) These ruleg may be called the Indian Broadcasting
(Engineers) Service (Amendment) Rules, 1982,

(il) They shall be deemed tc have come into force on the
5th November, 1981,

2. In the Indian Broadcasting (Engineers) Service  Rules
1981, the existing sub-rule (2) of rule 7 shall be substituted
as follows :—

(2) Appointments to Junior Scale shall be made as under :

(2) 50 per cent of the substantive vacancies in  the
Junior Scale shall be filled by direct recruitment on
the results of a Competitive Examination conducted
by the Commission on the basis of the educational
qualifications and ape limit specified in Schedule II
and any scheme of examination that may be notified
by Government, in consultation with the Commis-
sion [rom time to time.

(b) The remaining 50 per cent of the substantive vacan-
cies shall be filled by substantive appointment of
oﬂiccrs_ appointed to the grade against temporary
vacancies, under clause (c) given below, on the basis

of seniority subject to rejection of unfit on the re-
commendation of a duly constituted Departmental
Promotion Committze for confirmation in the grade
as given in Schedule 1V,

(¢) All temporary vacancies in the Junior Scale shall
be filled by the Controlling Authority by promotion
of officers from the relevant fiely of promotion and
the minimum qualifying service as spccified in the
fourth column against serial No. 6 of Schedule UL
on the basis of selection on merit by a duly consti-
tuted Departmental Promotion Cominittee as pro-
vided in Schedule IV, '

Note : Clauses (a) and (b) of this sub-rule shall operate
only after all the officers appointed in jumior scale in accor-
dance with sub-rule (1) of rule 6 are considered for absorp-
tion and all officers found fit are absorbed ngainst permanent
posts in the service :

Provided that no peison who has been consjdered for ap-
pointment to g permanent post and has been found unfit by
the Departmental Promotion Committee specifieq in Schedule
1V shall be entitled 1o claim seniority over persons recruifed
subsequently under clauses (a) and (b)™.

3. Sub-rulp (2) of rule & of the Indian Broadcasting (En-
gincers) Service Rules, 1981, ghall be substituied as follows :

“Officers who join the service in any grade after its initi-
al constitition, shull rank below those appointed
to the service in that grade at the time of the con-
stitution under rule 6",
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
